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Accelerated Renovation of Town Centres p. 2

The subiect of this issue —
of Town Centres” was discusseda at a round-table
conversation, organized by the editorial staff of this
journal. Eminent architects of this country — theor-
eticians, practicians, aldmlmstrators, as well as some
publicists, engaqged with architectural and socio-cul-
tural problems, were invited to take part in the conver-
sation. vauously, the subject was of great interest for
the. participants, many of them having personal ex-
perience in such operations. In fact, the main aim of
the conversation was the study of the rather consider-
able experience acquired in the renovation actions
conducted in a number of Bulgarian towns: Smolyan,
Varna, Shoumen, Sofia, Lovech, Blagoevgrad, Botev-
grad, Pravets; to give professional evaluation of the
already real_ized work and mostly — to define the pro-
fessmnal criteria and requirements with relation to the
organization, prepaprtion and realization of the forth-
coming operations of this kind. One of the main dis-
cussed problems was: Is the conducting of accelerat-
ed operations, most often bound with fixed date of a
certain historical or socio-political event, proper? The
greater part of those present agreed that in the context
of the incessant and systematic development of the
towns such pulsations or renovation stimuli are ad-
missible; in some cases they are even desired since in
a short period the great concentration of resources
and power leads to significant raising of the func-
tional and aesthetical qualities of the milieu and to
significant social effect. All participants, however,
stressed the necessity of conducting these operations
under given conditions. The interpreting of these con-
ditions in the light of the experience gained so far,
was subject of the greater part of the statements:
working out of a precisely ballanced social errand and
programme for the coming operation; its directing
towards solving of really significant problems of all-
town validity; careful study of the public opinion wh-
en preparing the programme and public assessment
of the ready projects prior to realization; compulsory
conducting of competitions for the ready projects pri-
or to realization; compulsory conducting of compe-
titions for the solving of certain town planning issue
and for the architectural plans of its more signiﬁc_:an
elements; ensuring of economically sound financing
of the operarion, the means being d_irected propor-
tionally to the real needs and the existing possibilities;
ensuring of sufficient time for the realization of the
operation, properly distributed among preparation,
planning and building; providing of full-value infra-
structure having the necessary potential for future de-
velopment; basing the creative approach to such op-
erations upon the respect for the specificity of the rel-
evant town and the historical process of its forming
and renovation, the prospects for the further devel.op-
ment of this process should not be shut down; rejec-
tion of the idea for conducting blitz-actions in towns
having centuries-long cultural development and com-
plex, delicate historical texture, no admma'pce of ex-
cesses and showiness, of pre-arranged “aesthetiz-
ation” and pretentious side-scenery and hiding be-
hind them the still unsolved serious problems of the
town setting; no admittance of incompetent 8?""“';

review of the historical heritage with respect to the
streets and squares in the historical heritage with re-
SPect to the streets and squares in the settlements of
this country, the article pays greater attention to the
town planning activity in Bulgaria after 9th of Sep- -
tember 1944. Making a fresh start along proper
socialist trends, broadly making use of the Soviet ex-
perience, the town planning of this country examines
the streets as elements of integral settlement com-
munication networks and the squares — as com-
ponents of polycentric systems of piblic centres —
main and secondary ones. These constructive prin-
ciples are to be seen in the town plans of Sofia,
Plovdiv, Stara Zagora, Pleven, Lovech, Bourgas from
that time. But the time of the personality cult in this
» country (1943—1956) with its inherent aberrations in
the sphere of architecture and town planning, too: fal-
se stateliness, undue symmetry and mechanical con-
veying of the classical and national forms of the past,
sets its mark on the streets and squares as well. Their
planning and building up, reminds the author of the
article, became schematic, with masses and facades,
monotonously repeating each other, overburdened
with unnecessary decorative elements. The April 1956
Plenum of the Central Committee of the Bulgarian
Communist Party put an end to these aberrations in
the sphere of town planning and restored the socialist
norms of our social life and opened up a new horizon
to our cultural development. New ways for solvipg
the concrete tasks were looked for both in the practice
and theory of Bulgarian architecture and town plan-
ning. To our regret, however, says the author of the
article, the mass applying of industrialized large-panel
building methods during the 60s turned the Bulgarian
architects to a new deviation. In Sofia and in the other
big towns new housing estates-dormitories began to
be erected on free terrains, with multi-storeyed resi-
dential buildings, separated from one another. The
traditional cosy alleys and inner district spaces, the
squares as quiet places for contacs disappeared in
these areas. Our town planning science fought ener-
getically against these new trends, proving the intran-
sient social and artistic value of the human scale and
cosiness of alleys and squares. But the inertia of the
investors, architects and approbating authori}ies had
got such an intensity that all arguments, warnings and
suggestions along with the sharp criticism on the part
of the publci unfortunately remained unheard. Worri-
ed, the author of the article notes that not only the
housing estates but also the greater part of the newly'-
built town centres suffer from overdimensioning, their
squares, covered with marble plates, become deso-
late, they don't suit the scale of the towns and the
needs of their social processes. The separate §earches
for strong geometrization of the town planning sol-
utions, with rectangular and diagonal streets and
quadratic cut up squares, to be seen lately, trouble the
author of the article and he sees in them unjustifieds
turning back not only to the reiect.e'd axial plans but
also to the geometrized plans, specific for the W_esl of
the 30s. In spite of all this the author is concinced
that the eternal town elements: the street and the
square, have not lost their sifnificance and value, that
they should not break with the past and all its good,
that they should satisfy the present needs and be op-
ened to the future, the main thing being that they sh-
ould form, develop and shape for the good of man,
making use of his scale.

Renovation of the Town Centres in Bulgari?m
p.

This article reminds us that in the first decades after
WW |l the conforming with the architectural and
town planning heritage was thought as a wearisome
obstacle to the speedy reconstruction of the towns.
With astonishing, according to the author of the arti-
cle, unconcern valuable old town parts were de-
stroyed and replaced with expensive modern struc-
tures that oppose the scale and nature of the towns.
During the last two decades this process gradually
abated and now all countries search ways for keeping
and renovating the old town parts. And what is more,
the problem includes not only the keeping of the ma-
terial and spiritual values but also the identification of
man with the environment. The town renewal turned
into a topical problem of the practice and theory of
architecture and town planning in this country, too.
During the last 20 years the town centres underwent
significant changes. In this period, as the article stat-
es, a great amount of work was done in this country,
preparing projects for renewing the town centres and
realizing them. For all bigger towns master plans and
detailed building plans were worked out, a great
number of competitions were conducted and some of
the projects were realized. The rather great experience
gained in this way helps the author of the article in
making this detailed analysis and drawing some de-
ductions. For his study he divides the examined per-
iod into three stages. During the 60s the main charac-
teristic feature of the projects and of the very renewal
of the town centres, according to him, was the de-
stroying of the existing street network and housing
stock and the building up of new structures (f. i. the
realized projects for the towns of Tolboukhin and Mi-
khailovgrad, as well as the projects for Khaskovo, Pa-
zardzhik, Vidin, Lom). The period of the 70s is notable
for projects and realizations that keep certain buid-
dings, having architectural, cultural and historical
value, and envisage considerable deal of new con- -
struction (the towns of Yambol, Lovech). In the 80s -
began the careful scrutinizing in the architectural and
town planning heritage along with striving for its pre-
serving. The projects and realizations of that period
keep and restore the existing street and neighbour-
hood structures in the town centres. Typical examples
are the towns of Vidin, Pazardzhik, Blagoevgrad, Lom,
Vratsa. Studying and summarizing the experience
gained during these three stages in renewing the
towns and their centres, the author of the article
draws also some deductions. The first one shows that
for reviving the historical town centres, for inspiring
new life in them, for making them more lively and
attractive first of all their social content and functions
should be enriched. The experience shows plainly that
the historical centres of the towns should not be look-
ed upon as museum complexes but most different
modern functions should be integrated there. In this
connection the author of the article suggests some
ways for achieving this diversifying of the functions.
The second main deduction reflects the common idea
that the old town centres can be renovated mainly
through calming of the transport. The old shopping
streets and squares should be turned into pedestrian
spaces and possibilities be provided for proper attend-~
ance of all buildings and for convenient access by
means of mass and individual transport, as well as for
ensuring the necessary parking places. Otherwise the
building up of pedestrian spaces along main streets
that have played and still play communication role le-
ads to negative results. The third deduction applies to
the necessity of keeping the old street and neighbout-
hood structure in the town centres and its restoration
there, where it is destroyed. The attempts in some
towns at applying developments with free standing
masses lead to sharp conflicts and were abandoned.
The necessity of keeping the scale of breaking up the
street and square spaces and of thr silhouettes is the
fourth main deduction that the author of the article
mentions in his analysis. The fifth deduction is directly
related to the need of improving the architectural and
aesthetical shaping of the street and square spaces
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spaces in the town centres. Here the author of the
article dwells on the problems of the facades, the
pavement, the small architectural forms and townsca-
pe, the colouring and the night illumination, the syn-
thesis of arts within the renovated town spaces and
traces some specific examples showing that the de-
mands for proper correlation between unity and diver-
sity, for keeping due measure are underlying in this
case. The last, the sixth deduction refers to the speci-.
ficity of studying, planning and realizing the reno-
vation of the town centres. The author of the article
thinks that for achieving a complex effect a system for
systematic, gradual, methodical self-renovating of the
town centres should be devised along with the con-
centration of efforts in time and place. Thi should
safeguard the town planners of this country against
future faults and should contribute to the keeping and
enrichment of the material and spiritual worths of
our towns.

The national competition for a monument to Vassil
Levsky at his native town of Karlovo failed to bring
the expected results though conducted in several
stages. For the Bulgarian masters in the sphere of
monumental art the task of giving a material ex-
pression of the sacred memory, of the love and grati-
tute of the people for the deed of the Apostle of Free-
dom proved to be a hard trial and the competition
may be accepted as quite instructive in this respect.
The serious problems, raised at the competition, of
greatsignificance for the future of our monumental art,
aroused great interest not only among the pro-
fessionals but also among all the Bulgarian people.
Broadly discussed, they proved unambiguously that a
number of formulations, conceptual for this creative
sphere, should be given a new meaning and the alre-
ady inveterate cencepts of the approach, methods and
means applied, should be changed. The author of the
article takes a stand on these problems and trying to
be fair in his judgement refers to the comments pub-
lished in the press. Conviced that in this case the pub-
lic opinion has proved to be much more mature and
excelling that of the professionals — artists and arhi-
tects, he uses concrete quotations in order to ground
some of his own inferences or to back up his deduc-
tions. Crushingly critical is the expressed public op-
inion on the hitherto prevailing practice in the sphere
of memorial art — the gigantic monumental and
pompous works made of stone and concrete with
which our land is already strewn and which, accord-
ing to the author of the article, discredit even the very
idea for a memorial, are fully rejected. They are point-
ed as a bitter lesson because it is quite clear that
megalomania contradicts profoundly to the style and
historical demands of our times. From this point of
view it is inadmissible that an errand for a task of such
an order, closely affecting all the strata of the people,
should be “ex officio” assigned. According to the
author of the article, the opinion that this task proves
to be beyond the abilities of today’'s level of our
monumental art — not as a technique and plastic skill
but as thinking, is not devoid of foundation and this
leads to the conclusion that those working in this
sphere should have new thinking, new approach and

sensitiveness, new methods and means of expression.

In this case the great truth is that Levsky is not to be
gathered up in a2 monument. Not a monument but a
sign, reflecting the essential, the significant, a sign
through which our present time would pay in a fitting
manner tribute to the Apostle — so the people see the
general idea for a future work of art. What is more,
this sign should not be of the known material dimen-
sions. In its nature as an artistic fact this work should
embody a striving, deeply national in spirit, for the
participation of all the people, of each Bulgarian
separately, so that it should bear eternal spiritual
dimensions. So, out of the tense comments on the
competition an idea crystallized which was outlined
as the only possible alternative, as a radically new ap-
proach — the adopting of a solution, “open” in space
and time — always and to everyone, open to the com-
ing generations, too, tnat would retrace and retrace
the image of the great son of Bulgaria. And the author
of the article points out the rising of this idea as the
greatest and decisive result of the otherwise unsuc-
cessful competition.

Her
suggestions are the following: first — since today,
too, a great deal of the town north-south and east-

west transport links go algong this boulevard, the .

traffic should not be suspended for in this case diffi-
culties in the integral organization of the town life
would arise. Secondly, the deeping of tradition in
building up the modern town structure imposes that
the archaeological finds, discovered in the boulevard
zone, should find their proper place in its future devel-
opment. To this end — for their appropriate display-
ing, several undergroud passages can be envisaged.
In the third place, the space between the Covered
Market and the Sofia Mineral Baths where the Old
Mosque is also situated (three unique buildings in
architectural respect) to be laid out in a new way in
order to be turned into an interesting spot of the capi-
tal, having its own specific atmosphere. Fourthly, the
characteristic buildings along, the two sides of the
boulevard till the railway station square, dating from
more recent times, to be modernized through their
skilful including in @ more compact street silhouette,
their style diversity being kept. In the fifth place, due
to the great loading of the boulevard, ways to the in-
ner district spaces to be found through skilfully chos-
en breaks, this imposing better shaping of the back
facades of the existing buildings. The intention in this
case is that these spaces would be able to asume
some additional shopping and public functions.

The Soviet Architecture and Design and the

In this issue the continuation of the article published
in No 8/1988 of this journal is given. In the first part
of the article the author treated the architectural and
design sources in the Soviet Union. Now he dwells
in detail on the problems of innovation and tredition-
alism during the stage beginning with the second half
of the 3Qs. During that time the decline of the late
constructivism in architecture and of the industrial art
begins. Qualitatively new socio-cultural tasks come to
the fore, related both with the speedy rate of develop-
ment and modernization of the material, technical and
scientific basis and with the completely consolidated
socialist relations within the multinational cultural
community of the Soviet country. During this stage,
beginning with the secong half of the 30s and includ-
ing the 40s and the first half of the 50s, according to
the author of the article two determinant trends are
clearly outlined. The first one continues the line of the
preorientation of Soviet architecture and design that
has begun in the beginning of the 30s. It envisages
succession in the formshaping principles: coordi-
nation of the social and ideological principles from
the previous period with the creative interpretation of
the classical heritage and national traditons. This
trend expresses itself in searches within the sphere

Having explained the complex reasons
for this confirmation, the author of the article exam-
ines also the factors that have differentiated its, as he
calls it, tragedy. These factors are considered in two
aspects. The first are related to the insoluble conflict
between the trend in question and the requirements
of mass production and construction and the speci-
ficity of the respective heavy-duty technologies. The
second proceed from the hypertrophied and unscien-
tific ideologizing — the trend is made absolute, turned
into a doctrine and guarded bu the taboo on all alter-
native views on formashaping. The author examines
this phenomenon in the context of the results from,
the deformations and anomalies in the socio-political
life in the Soviet Union during this period, noting also
that in spite of the complicated and contradictory
trends, events and dramatic collisions in the develop-
ment of the Soviet architecture and design during
those years, the analyzed activities make their contri-
bution to the progress of the material and spiritual
culture of the Soviet society and the modern socialist
system that forms at that time. The third part of the
article covers the modern stage in the development of
Soviet architecture and design when an attempt is
made at striking a critical balance of the social effec-
tiveness of architecture for the whole preceding 40-
year period when the lines of the long work are elab-
orated which aim at realization both of previously set
tasks, still unsolved, and the urgent tasks that have
arisen during the post-war decade of reconstruction:
acute shortage of dwellings, insufficient material and
technical base for the public services, renovation and
maintenance of the existing building funds, etc. In his
short review of the different periods of this stage the
author of the article looks for the guiding trends in
the architecture and design of the Soviet Union dur-
ing the separate decades, notes the searches in the
sphere of the aesthetical means of expression, studies
the favourable renovating processes in the Soviet ar-
chietecture during the last years, illustrating his
thoughts with specific examples taken from modern
architectural practice. In conclusion the author notes
that today, under the conditions of the processes, tak-
ing place in the Soviet socialist culture, the experience
of the pioneers of the Soviet architecture and design
from before 60—70 years when they were solving
their supertasks, should be re-examined because to-
day their revolutionary thinking, passionate defence of
the ideological and political aims, the daring in their
experimenting, innovation, professional skill, adher-
ence to principles and tolerance in the professional
discussions are greatly needed as a pledge for achiev-
ing lasting results in the Soviet architecture and de-
sign that would made them known to worid culture.

To counterbalance the plasticity of the closed
masses, outer stairs, balconies, railings, utilitarian or
Qecorauve, are added or inserted to the frame. The
links between the elements of the building are exam-
ined as a fromal linguistic game, the antifunctionalism
sometimes turning into challenge, and the transition
“inside-outside” (very significant moment in their
work) acquires definite tension and dramatism. Mak-
ing this analysis, the author thinks it necessary to note
that no matter how much the buildings of the five
look like those of Corbusie and though they have
something of constructivism, in fact their philosophy
turns out to be outside the relations form-function-
structure. From the point of view of modernistic criti-
cism, he adds, their approach is defined as a typical
élite formalism, as a manipulation with the architec-
tural dictionary for its own sake. Trying to go deeper
in the intricate course of development of the partici-
pants in the group of the “whites” in order to portray
as fully as possible the complete work of each of
them, at the same time trying to differentiate each nu-
ance among them, in his comprehensive study the
author not only draws a parallel between them but
compares or opposes them to other noted western ar-
chitects, pretending to have “own word’’ in modern
architecture or to representatives of other trends —
for example “high-tech”. Looking for a more exact
appraisal, he underlines that the aim of the examined
architectural trend — to promote some European ide-
as of architecture, is the main reason for its success
but in practice it reduces its striving for renovation
only to formal stylistic searches. So, impressive in it-
self, the architecture of the “whites” turns out to be
to a high degree élite architecture, wholly integrated
with the cultural model of the American society. Pro-
ceeding from this conclusion of his and taking into
account the fact that the formal-plastic searches of
the five have their own place and have rather con-
siderable impact on world architecture, the author
states clearly his objections against some assertions
that their purely professional achievements in the
elaboration of the architectural language might be us-
ed without taking into account the philosophical and
ideological basis that has brought them forth. His ex-
plicit opinion is that in order to determine the real
value of the theoretical views of the “whites” on the
development of architecture in general, they should
be subjected to serious and profound criticism.

No ““‘Barriers’’ in the Health Establishments
p. 70

Elka Peneva, arch., CSc

The increase of chronic troubles, of different forms of
traumas, as well as the number of people advancing
in age is a feature, specific for modern society. In this
country, as in many others, the nymber of people f_rom
all age-groups making use of relief means for moving,
mechanical or others. whell-chair, walking sticks, etc.,
is constantly increasing. These people, however, h_ave
the same life needs as all the rest members of society
and what is more — special cares should be provided
for them so that the surrounding milieu would make
their life easier and would exert most favo.u'rable effect
on them. First of all, those, having mobility troubles
should have easier access to the health estgbhshmems
where systematic cares are taken for restoring them to
health. The building of health eslabhshmems_"wnh-
out barriers” for this category of sick people is con-
nected with some specific requirements. Treating the
problems of planning health establishments, the auth-
or,of this article tries to study namely their character-
istic features. The analysis that she makes shows that,
first of all, the barriers in the polyclinic and the hospi-

tal should be removed, special attention being paid to
the clinical units and the sector for physiotherapy apd
rehabilitation that is visited by a great number of dis-
abled. The planning of hospitals, according to hgr, re-
quires, in the first place, the keeping of certain re-
quirements, different from the standard ones, dictated
by the dimensions of the wheelchair that should be
accepted as a basic functional module in thls_ case. In
planning the spaces, attention should be paid to the
possibilities for horizontal and vertical movement of
the sick people in performing different procedures. To
this effect a number of other characleristics.oﬁhe SO-
called clinical unit without barriers are being exam-
ined: the necessity of shourtening the horizontal traff-
ic and the distances between the vertical links, centra-
lization of the communication links, overcoming the
different levels through ramps and suitable, slopes,
expedient spatial layout of the separate zones and
sectors, availability of special information and trans-
port facilities, etc. The problems of the dimensions
and plase of the sanitary: units, the structure of the
lifts and the width of the doors, the functional and
aesthetical shaping of the interior details, etc., are a!so
treated. Attention is paid also to the necessary equip-
ment of the hospitals — specific in dimensions and
materials that should encourage the disabled to self-
service or in need — to facilitate the nurses attending
the sick. As a result of this study its author points out
that the general architectural and aesthetical impact
of these health establishments should be purposefully
sought in order to provoke mobilizing, tranquilizing
and relieving reactions. Making use of the factors of
such aesthetical impact, she concludes, and matching
them with our professional qualities and our humane
empathy with the diasbled we are obliged to build for
them an environment full of harmony, cosiness and
calmness.

Construction of Buildings in Bulgaria during
the Last Years of 19th and the First Half of 20th
Century p. 72

Prof. Chavdar Angelov, arch., CSc

The period from the liberation of this country from
Ottoman rule (1878) till WW | is of great significance
for the construction of building in Bulgaria. At that
time a great deal of the prerequisites defining the de-
velopment of our modern architecture and construc-
tion were formed. That is why the author of this ariicle
thinks that the study of this period and providing du-
cumentary evidence for all its spheres of activity, the
sphere of construction and building technique in-
cluded, would be of some use to us. Namely from this
point of view he divides the examined period in three
stages that coincide with events in the economic and
socio-political life of the country. The first stage (up
to 1880) is specific, according to him, with the ap-
pearance of buildings with solid walls and their spee-
dy increase in number. This leads to radical change in
the architectural appearance and shaping of the build-
ings: the bay disappears but balconies, solid cornices,
wall piere, archs haping of the openings appear.Alang
with this the wooden framework is broadly applied.
The lind with the Restoration period architecture is
alive and plays significant role. There are no close re-
lations with the architectural styles dominating at that
time in Europe. The second stage (1890—1920), ac-
cording to the article, notes qualitative progress in the
construction of solid buildings: the walls are made
entirely of bricks, part of the floors are already solid
and soon the ferro-concrete structures in the form of
plates, beams, girdles begin appearing. The architec-
tural image of the towns is being determined by the
massive low-rise building; the house with wooden
frame still predominates in the village but in most cas-
es it is a remnant of past epochs. Towards the end of
the period houses with wooden frames are no more
made. At thiss tage the link with tradition begins to

- disappear and the attention is turned towards foreign

architectural styles and trends. The third stage
(1920-—1940), the article states, is connected with
the development and mass applying of the ferro-con-
crete frame. The high-rise multifamily house appears.
The public buildings get higher, too, often bieng fra-

me structured. The individual houses, the low-rise
buildings in general, have no frames and bearing walls
but they have plates, girdles, separate beams and col-
umns. During this period the antiseismic role of the
frame is proved. The new materials and especially the
new structural system lend a new architectural ap-
pearance to the settlements. The new architectural
styles: late art nouveau, constructivism, etc., add to
this appearance. Studying in detail the separate
stages, the author of: the article pays great attention
to the political, economical, social and cultural factors
that affect directly or indirectly the development of
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house construction-in this country gluring the respect-
ive period. The place of tradition in the architectural
and building art during the examined periods is also
studied in detail, as well as the influence of the fore-
ign achievements in this sphere, their determinant
motives are sought and exlained. The studies of the
author related to the changes in the building process
and its organization, as well as to‘the pegmnmg and
development of the project work in this country and
the typification of buildings and elements during the
examined period are of interest, too.

The Historical Roots of Functionalism in Archi-
tecture p. 76

Lyudmil Andreev, arch.

The concept “functionalism®, expressing definite view
on formshaping in architecture, is related also to the
architectural trend that has set up somewhere in the
mid-20s and has played very important role in the
architecture of this century through the worlg of its
most notable representatives: W. Gropius, Mies van
der Rohe and Le Corbusier. At the roots of functional-
ism stands the functional principle that is internally
inherent to architecture and its complex nature as an
art from most remote antiquity. The author of this arti-
cle tries to study in a broader plan this architectural
trend through a comprehensive analysis of its histori-
cal development: origin, separate stages, characteristic
features of its modern variant. As an art, turned en-
tirely towards practice, architecture always answers
definite purpose, performs definite function, advan-
tage and expedience being its main characteristic fea-
tures. The method of functionalism strengthens their
primary importance as a criterion of perfection for a
building even if it is not related to beauty. All these
reflections are brief preface to the main thesis. Treat-
ing it, the author of the article tires to examine in a
historical aspect the existing close and complex links
between the functionalistic theory and the rational-
istic understanding of art, changing itself with time.
He pints out that identically to rationalism that gives
priority to reason, order and logic in creativity, the
functional approach suggests adherence to certain
principles, rules and methods and mainly to the de-
mands for clarity and plainness. Noting the significant
classicistic influence on the creative system of func-
. tionalism, the author of the article points out that
some of the basic principles of the trend originated
namely in the core of classicism from the beginning of
the 19th c., namely: convenience, expedience, utility,
expression of function through an architectural form,

the suggestive principles are also present in the unti-
tionalistic ideas. Here he pays attention to the anal-
ogies with the organic vyorld, with ethics, etc., exist-
ing in the functionalistic model, havmg_ rel_atlon to
architecture. It is quite reasonap|e, he maintains, .that
the belief in beauty and perfection of nature, the idea
of subordinating architecture to the .nat.ural laws as
well as the understanding that the pnncuples of con-
struction can be acquired by studying the plant ’an.d
animal world stand at the roots 91 the funct_lonallstnc
theory. Hence the idea that the diverse functions cor-
respond to the multiformity of natural laws, that the
beautiful form can be achieved only through con-
formity with the specificity of function. It is no 'mo'r'e
chance that the aphorism "“Form follows func‘non )
reflecting this principle, is guiding for the functional-
ists from the 20th c. Besides the analogy with the
organic world, the analogy with ethics in funtiona!lsm
is also of great interest for the author of the article.
He tries to reveal the broad scope of this analogy:
expression of ethic ideals in architecture: the building
as a true reflection of \he epoch and of its own func-
tion; sincere treating of the mateial and the structural
system; practicality and expedience, etc. The author
summarizes the results of this study drawing the de-
duction that functionalism does not proceed from a
definite philosophy or cultural movement — its origin
comes from antiquity. The history of its development
shows that it has been related with technique, with
the organic form, ethics, social significance, economy,
symbolism, religion, etc. This compliected interaction,
according to the author's opinion, is still not suf-
ficiently studied. To this effect the shifting towards
some formal sciences might be examined as a further
development and enrichment of the functionalistic
approach, not as its denial. Proof of the vitality of the
ideas of functionalism concludes the author, is the
difficulty that these formal sciences encounter in their
attempt to force their methods as generally valid for
such a complex art as architecture.

With the Reverence of the Old Masters p. 78

the Bulgarian National Revival. Many times it has be
en written about R. Radoslavov but this time an oc.
casion for reminding once more not so much of hi;
life but of his place in the history of modern Bulgarian
architecture is the one-century time that has passed
since his birth. Specialist from the so-called secorid
generation of noted Bulgarian architects, R. Rados|a.
vov, unlike the most of them, was one of the few aq.
herents to the so-called French functionalism in this
country. The author of the article sees the roots of this
creative partiality in the influence of his teacher A
Peret at whose studio the friendship between Rados.
lav Radoslavov and another eminent architect — [g
Corbusier, has begun. But it is quite a neavy task to
determine the degree of the influence of French archi-
tecture and more especially of the experiment of
young Corbusier on the professional veiws of R. Ra-
doslavov, because the brilliant student of Ecole spéci-
ale d'architecture and Ecole des Beaux-Arts quite rap-
idly devised and confirmed his own professional
handwriting. In his competition project for the centre
of Sofia, however, worked out before 9th of Sep-
tember 1944, he introduced some of the most pro-
gressive urbanistic ideas of Le Corbusier for the mod-
ern town — a new solving of the masses and spaces,
of the services and communications. Several moments
of the further professional work of Radoslav Radosla-
vov attract the attention of the author of the article.
First of all this is his skill in determining the scale and
proportion of the masses and the fragments. Each de-
tail is brought to its techincal perfection. Arch. Rados-
lavov was the initiator of the modern concept of flat
roofs in this country, he was the first in our architec-
ture to introduce the radiant heating in the floor struc-
tures, the walled-in telephone lines, common aerial.
The article reminds also that he was among the inno-
vators in our residential architecture with respect to
the functional solution of the dwellings at a higher
level — clear zoning of the functions, planning of the
sleeping tract, modern solving of the link kitchen-di-
ning room. This noted speciealist paid also great at-
tention to the harmonious correlation of the interior
elements, studied the impact of light in the inner
spaces, appreciated its great possibilities for solving
problems of functional and aesthetical point of view.
Deeply convinced through his whole professional life
of the strength and quality of his philosophical and
aesthetical views and criteria for the building art, Ra-
doslav Radoslavov has left us a heritage of a charac-
teristic of its style and serious architecture that con-
tinues being topical and what is most important —
easily identified.

Les centres urbains
ont accusé, dans leur développement, des change-
ments essentiels durant ces 20 derniéres années. Du-
rant cette période et selon l‘auteur de I'article, une vas-
te activité a eté déployée dans notre pays en matiere
d é_laboralion de projets de rénovation des centres ur-
bains et de réalisation de ces mémes projets. Il a été
procedé, pour toutes les villes de plus grande impor-
tance, a la mise au point de plusieurs plans dénéraux
détaillés d'urbanisation et de construction, a I'organi-
sation de nombreux concours; une partie des projets
ont étgé menés a bien. L'expérience considérable dé-
sormais accumulée en ce domaine accorde 3 l'auteur
la possibilité de faire une analyse détaillée et de parve-
nir 3 plus d'une conclusion. Tenant compte du but de
son étude, il répartiti la période examinée en trois éta-
pes. Pendant les années 60, la caractéristique fonda-
mentale des projets et de la rénovation elle-méme des
centres urbains consiste, selon lui, dans la destruction
de la structure rues-quartiers et du fonds immobilier
existants et dans la mise en place de nouvelles struc-
tures (réalisations dans les villes de Tolboukhine et
Mikhailovgrad et projets concernant celles de Hasko-
vo, Pazardjik, Vidine et Lom). La période des années
70 se distingue par des projets et des réalisations qui
maintiennent des édifices isolés de valeur architectu-
rale ou historico-culturelle et prévoient une édification
nouvelle et considérable de par son volume (villes de
Yambol, Lovetch et autres). Les années 80 marquent
les débuts d’'une considération plus attentive du patri-
moine architecturo-urbaniste et d'une aspiration a le
conserver. Les projets et les réalisations de cette pé-
riode maintiennent et rétablissent dans les centres ur-
bains les structures rues-quartiers existantes.

Exemples typiques sous ce rapport: Vidine, Pazardjik,
Blagoévgrad, Lom, Vratza et autres. Etudiant et géné-
ralisant I'expérience pratique accumulée durant ces
trois étapes dans le domaine de la rénovation des vil-
les et de leurs centres, l'auteur fonde ses conclusions.

La premiére de celles-ci fait savoir que pour ranimer
les centres historiques des villes et leur insuffler une
vie nouvelle, paur les rendre plus vitaux et plus
attrayants, il faut tout d'abord enrichir leurs fonctions
et leur sens sur le plan social.

En rapport avec cela, |'auteur mentionne
quelques voies susceptibles d’assurer cette diversifi-
cation des fonctions. La deuxiéme conclusion fonda-
mentale refléte I'opinion générale que les centres an-
ciens des villes peuvent étre surtout rénoveés par la
circulation apaisée. Les anciennes rues et places
publiques d’allure commerciale doivent se restructurer
en espaces a piétons, avec possibilite de desservir
tous les édifices et d'assurer un acces aisé par usage
des moyens de transport individuels ou de masse, les
espaces de parking indispensables devant étre prévus
a cet effet. Dans le cas contraire, la création d'espaces
a piétons sur les rues principales, qui ont joué et ne
cessent de jouer un réle de communication, aboutit a
des résultats négatifs.

Le concours national organisé pour monument a la
mémoire de Vassil Levski dans sa ville natale Karlovo,
quoique ayant traversé plusieurs étapes, n'a pas don-
né lieu aux résultats escomptés. La tache de parvenir
3 une expression matérielle de la reconnaissance, de
I'amour et du souvenir sacré que le peuple a toujours
gardé de I'ceuvre del’ ‘Apétre de Ia liberte s’est avéréee
une rude épreuve pour les créateurs bulgares dans le
domaine de I'art monumental; en ce sens, le concours
s'est réveélé fort significatif. Les questions qu’il a sou-
levées, importantes et décisives pour l'avenir le I'art
monumental chez nous, ont trouvé écho non seule-
ment parmi les professionels, mais aussi parmi les vas-
tes milieux publics du pays. Discutées ouvertement,
elles ont prouvé indubitablement qu'il est de toute né-
cessité de reconsidérer radicalement toute une suite
de formulations conceptuelles en cette sphére de la
créativité, de modifier radicalement les idées déja
vieillies au sujet de I'approche, des modes et des
mayens appliqués en ce domaine. L'auteur prend po-
sition sur ces questions et, soucieux de porter des
appréciations les plus objectives, invoque les com-
mentaires publiés dans la presse périodique. Convain-
cu qu’en l'occurrence |'opinion publique s’est révélée
beaucoup plus mare que celle des professionnels —
peintres et architectes, il a recours a des citations
concrétes pour asseoir certaines de ses propres cons-
tatations ou appuyer les conclusions qui en décou-
lent. L'opinion publique s’est prononcée en critiquant
aprement la pratique (§'aujourd'hui dans la réalisation
d’'ceuvres commémoratives, en désavouant pleinement
les ceuvres monumentales geantes et pompeuses en
pierre et béton dont est déja parsemeé le pays et qui,
selon I'auteur, compromettent la notion elle-méme de
commémoration. Ces ceuvres sont considérées com-
me d'ameres legons, car il est évident que la mégalo-
manie se trouve en profonde contradiction avec le
style et les exigences historiques de notre temps. De
ce point de vue, il est désormais inadmissible que
commande soit passée «d'offiece» pour une tache ce
cette envergure, qui concerne profondément toutes
les couches du peuple.

Ici, arguments a |'appui, ["auteur
expose son point de vue, a savoir que les projets rela-
tifs 3 I'opération d’urbanisation envisagée doivent étre
obligatoirement conformés aussi bien avec le tron¢on
sud déja rénové de cet axe — le boulevard Vitocha —
qu’avec les intentions concernant I'aménagement dé-
finitif de la place devant la gare et le grand nombre
de monuments archéologiques conservés dans la zo-
ne du boulevard. Toujours selon I'auteur, une pareille
exigence suppose une étude de la formation et du
développement du boulevard durant les périodes his-

L'article est rédigé sur la base des impressions de la
participation de l'auteur au séminaire international
d’'un mois «Urbanisme et planification urbaine aux
Etats-Unis», organisé par I’Agence d'information gou-
vernementale (USIA) comme partie du programme
d’échange culturel international et s’étant déroulé sui-
vant litinéraire Washington, Baltimore, Saint Paul,
Minneapolis, Chicago, Indianapolis, Colombus, San
Diego et New York. Généralisant précisement I'expé-
rience de ces villes des Etats-Unis, l'auteur tente
d'élucider les tendances fondamentales qu’accuse le
processus compliqué, prolongé et multiforme de ré-
tablissement de la vie dans les parties urbaines centra-
les. Ce processus est conditionné par le développe-
ment concret des villes américaines au cours de la pé-
riode qui suit la Seconde Guerre mondiale; les diver-
ses étapes de ce développement présentent une ca-
ractéristique différente, mais n’en demeurent pas
moins rattachées par la tendance génerale a la déser-
tion des centres urbains historiquement formés pour
le compte des faubourgs florissants. L'étape initiale
de la rénovation des villes, est-il relevé dans l'article,
consiste dans le choix judicieux de la stratégie du fu-
tur développement social.

La période depuis la libération de notre pays du joug
ottoman (1878) jusqu’a la Seconde Guerre mondiale
revét une importance essentielle pour le batiment en
Bulgarie, car c’est au cours d'elle que se créent une
grande partie des préalables qui déterminent le déve-
loppement de I'architecture et de la construction mo-
dernes.

Der durchgefiihrte Nationalwettbererb fur Ehrenmal
von Wassil Levski in seiner Geburtsstadt Karlovo, in
mehreren Etappen organisiert, hat die erwunschten
Resultate doch nicht geleistet. Die Aufgabe, materiel-
len Ausdruck des reinen Volksgedachtnisses, der Lie-
be und der Dankbarkeit fur das Geschaffene von dem
Apostel der Freiheit zu verleihen, hat sich als eine
schwere Prufung fur die bulgarischen Schopfer auf
dem Gebiet der monumentalen Kunst erwiesen, und
in diesem Sinne war der Wettbewerb sehr lehrreich.
Er hat Fragen aufgeworfen, die fur unsere Monumen-
talistik bedeutend und fur die Zukunft entscheidend
sind, und die einen grofen Widerhall nicht nur bei
den Professionalisten, sondern auch bei der ganzen
bulgarischen Offentlichkeit gefunden haben. Die offe-
ne Diskussion uber diese Fragen hat zweifellos be-
wiesen: es ist erforderlich, einc Reihe von konzeptio-
nellen Auffassungen auf diesem schopferischen Ge-
biet neuzuerwagen und die schon verknocherten
Ansichten hinsichtlich des Herangehens, der
Ausdrucksmittel usw. in dieser Sphare von Grund aus
zu verandern.
